A Harvard prevalence study shows that as many as six million American women suffer from this condition.  Almost 60 percent of patients report visiting three or more health care providers to obtain a diagnosis and an astounding 40 percent remain undiagnosed (Harlow BL, Stewart EG, JAMWA, 2003 Spring 58(2):82-8).  Early recognition of vulvodynia on the part of health care providers could spare countless women unnecessary emotional suffering, as well as help them find effective treatments.
I have enclosed some information for you, and encourage you to become informed about vulvodynia so that you may recognize this condition in future patients.
